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     When you visit the library you see our staff behind their work desks or bustling about on the 
floor. But how familiar are you with the workings of the library to associate the face with the    
position?  This column will highlight the different departments of the library : Administration,   
Children’s, Circulation, Maintenance, Reference, Technical Services, and Volunteers.                   
Insights is produced by the Reference Department, so we will begin there. 

R eference service at the Wayne Public Library is one of the most vital and visible expressions 
of the Library's purpose and mission and is key to each of the Library's four primary service 

roles: life-long informational, educational, cultural and recreational needs of the community. 
  

   Each member 
of the Wayne 
Reference Staff 
works the   
Reference 
Desk daily.  In    
addition, each 
orders non-
fiction material in specific areas 
and each teaches computer 
workshops. Your Wayne Reference Staff is also part of an elite team of Professional New Jersey  
Librarians who staff Q&ANJ, a 24/7 online reference service. 

     But when not on the floor assisting patrons, each member has individual duties behind the 
scenes specializing in different aspects of the Reference operation. 

**Doreen Shoba, BA (HONS), MLS, MPA.  Doreen is the Head of Reference and Adult 
Services.  Besides performing her administrative duties such as scheduling and   
budgeting, she selects and orders all of the reference material.  The ESL program at 
the library is her special responsibility.  When not at the library, Doreen is quite the 
world traveler, having just returned from Brazil.  

**Pat Padden, BA.  Pat #1 is the Reference Assistant.  In addition to helping with   
Interlibrary Loan, she designs and assembles the monthly book displays, and places 
patron holds on new materials.  Pat is also the co-moderator of the Classics Books 
Discussion and the person to contact to arrange for books-by-mail for housebound 
patrons (ext. 5410).  Pat loves to write, and has had a novella published in Rod      
Serling’s Night Cry journal.  She was also a semi-finalist in Amazon.com’s           
Breakthrough Novel Award. 

**Janette Pardo, BA, MLS.  Janette is the Interlibrary Loan Librarian. She works on 
special displays, orders paperback fiction and leads the Romance Book Discussion, in 
addition to creating the Romance genre pamphlets.
