A Request from Two of Our Staff Members

Padden states, “When we put up a display of books about pirates, we bought a fisherman’s net, packs of colorful beach 
pebbles and sea glass, and lots of beautiful seashells from craft stores.  As soon as the display went up, however, the 
shells and sea glass started disappearing.  One patron was witnessed coming out of the rest room drying off a large 
conch shell – I guess she wanted to wash the sand – which we also purchased at a craft store — off before putting it in 
her bag.” 
 
Says Pardo, “This past autumn, we purchased pumpkins, gourds, and chrysanthemums for our October display, only to 
watch as, within hours, the pumpkins and gourds mysteriously disappeared.  We like spookiness as much as the next 
person, but we’d prefer it if our displays not dematerialize right before our eyes!”  
 
So, please, if you happen to be looking over the books in the Display Area, feel free to check them out, but leave behind 
the décor.  It actually belongs to our staff members.

Mountain View Library was 
opened in the Municipal Building, 
(Greenwood Ave. and Boonton 
Rd.) July 24, 1923.  In 1952 it 

moved to a rented storefront on 
Boonton Rd. and closed in 1992. 

Preakness Library was opened 
in the Grange Hall on Paterson-

Hamburg Turnpike July 24, 1923. 
It moved in 1965 to the Old 

Schoolhouse and then re-located 
to the present library in 1978. 

The 11,000 sq. ft. Wayne Public Library Main Branch opened on    
Nellis Drive next to Town Hall on February 8, 1965.  The library 
was expanded to 26,000 sq.ft. in 1972.   

In 2000, expansion and renovations to 43,000 sq. ft. were completed.  
The front entrance now faces Valley Road: the library’s address 
changed from 12 Nellis Drive to 461 Valley Road.
