Gradually
she becomes friends with one of the young
women and falls in love with the Canadian
officer billeted with his men in the adjoining
estate.

Lawrence suspects the chapel must have
a hidden underground entrance leading to the
mansion, but his search yields no results. Jamie,
meanwhile, makes it clear that she wants
nothing to do with ancient history. But when
she's injured in a car crash, the project foreman
is murdered, the books are stolen and a stranger
turns up looking for missing paintings, Lawrence
feels compelled to continue his research into the
past. When he finally finds the entrance to a
network of underground passages and rooms,
the discovery almost costs him and Jamie their
lives. A clever plot spiced with gardening
information and historical detail.
